Q. With all the county projects going on
with SPLOST funds, how
has this impacted

the county budget? :

A. Iam very proud | Paris
of the way our employees
and elected officials have Q&A [
worked together to keep
our expenses down. Even with the many addi-
tions, including the Farmers Market, Horse
Arena, Library and many others, I am proud
to report that the county operation budget for
2012 is $70,000 less than it was for 2007 !!!!
When you consider all that we have accom-
plished in the County and the tremendous cost
increase of gasoline, asphalt, tar, gravel, and
most all equipment and supplies we purchase,
this is really something to be proud of.

Q. What is the unemployment rate for
Union County? Has it improved any?

A. Georgia Mountains Regional Com-
mission just sent us the unemployment statis-
tics for February 2012 for the 13 counties in
their region. I am pleased to report that the
rate for Union County has decreased since the
last time we reported the rate to you. This was
in February of 2011 at which time our rate was
8.8%. It has now dropped to 7.6 percent. This
is definitely good news.

Q. How does this rate compare to the rate
in surrounding counties?

A. Most of the other counties in our re-
gion also report a drop in the unemployment
rate. In fact, whereas we were the third lowest
in 2011, we are now 5™ lowest as Banks,
Forsyth, Dawson and Hall all report lower un-
employment rates than Union. Only one county
(Rabun) out of the 13 counties reported an in-
crease in their unemployment rate. This is very
encouraging news for our region as it shows
that the economy is slowly improving and more
people are finding jobs.

Q. Have you seen any increase in con-
struction in Union County?

A. Yes, we certainly have and we are very
excited about the March statistics from our
Building Permit Department. They report that
a total of 15 new building permits were pulled
in the month of March. This is the most in one
month since September of 2009 when we had
23 (that was when we offered the free and half
price permits). It is also the most money they
have taken in through permits since March of
2009. This is another sign that the economy
situation is looking brighter.

Today, I want to discuss the highlights of a good
plan and offer resources for assistance.

Your business plan can project goals up
to five years in the future. A well thought out
written plan allows you to stay focused on the
end results, while encouraging you to think
outside the box as to your approach. Most
business plans are broken down into the Busi-
ness Section and the Financial Data Section.
The Business Section includes the following:
a description of the business, products or ser-
vices you plan to market, a market analysis,
the location of the business, competition pro-
file, management details, personnel and the loan
or investment application. The Financial Data
includes sources of funding, a capital list, a
break-even analysis, projected income and cash
flow, projected balance sheets, financial pro-
jections and historical financials if applicable.

Your Chamber of Commerce has helped
dozens of individuals start a business plan. We
have the contacts and resources to assist with
your plan. You may want to begin by looking
at sample business plans available online. Ac-
cording to the UGA Small Business Develop-
ment Center your business plan is at the end of
your decision tree when starting a business. A
five part basic business start-up package in-
cludes business feasibility, operating legally,
building your team, financing your business and
the business plan.

Labor Relations Board from On the Hill

implementing its “ambush

election” rule, which is designed to speed up
union representation elections in hopes of help-
ing labor unions win.

Isakson, who is the ranking Republican
on the Senate Subcommittee on Employment
and Workplace Safety, is a co-sponsor of a reso-
lution of disapproval, S.J. Res 36, which would
allow Congress to stop the National Labor Re-
lations Board from implementing its “ambush
election” rule. Isakson voted in favor of a mo-
tion to proceed to the resolution. The motion
to proceed needed 60 votes but failed in the
Senate by a vote of 45-54.

Under this new “ambush election” rule
by the National Labor Relations Board, union
elections could take place as quickly as 10 days
after they’re requested — before employees have
a chance to understand their rights or have op-
portunity to hear from both sides. Until now,
92 percent of all union elections typically take
place within 56 days, with the average being
38 days, according to the National Labor Re-
lations Board annual report.

“For 75 years, U.S. labor laws have
served us well. We do not have a problem in
terms of workers being able to organize and
negotiate collectively. The problem is that the
administration is attempting to circumvent the
legislative branch of government and tip the

In 2010, a study was commissioned by the
Georgia Department of Economic Development
and completed by U.S. Travel Association in
Washington, D.C. This study reflects the down
turn in the Economy and explains some of why
the State of Georgia is cutting back on their spend-
ing.

The Economy has picked up some but not
near where we were in 2007. The Study shows
domestic travel (tourism) effects upon Georgia,
Counties, and the financial rewards from the im-
pact of tourism.

Union county ranked 80" in the State in
sales taxes collected from tourism.

Union county’s percentage of sales taxes
collected from Tourism is 10 percent, the rest from
local residents.

through rule and regulation
because they could not pass
this measure on the floor of the
Senate,” said Isakson on the
Senate floor.

“Rules and regulations
such as the ambush election
rule are creating uncertainty
and making it difficult for
America to do business. [ am
proud to stand by my col-
leagues in fighting ambush
elections, which then-Demo-
cratic Senator John F.
Kennedy warned about on
April 21, 1959, when he said
that there should be “at least a
30 day interval between the
request for an election and the
holding of an election... in
which both parties can present

their viewpoints.” If it was
right for John Kennedy in
April 1959, it should be right
for the United States Senate in
April 2012.”

The Congressional Re-
view Act allows either the Sen-
ate or the House to introduce
a joint resolution of disap-
proval that, if passed, has the
full force of law to stop a fed-
eral agency from implement-
ing a recent rule or
regulation. A resolution of dis-
approval introduced under the
Congressional Review Act
cannot be filibustered and
needs only a simple majority
in the Senate to pass if acted
upon during a 60-day window.
Today’s vote in the Senate was
a motion to proceed to the

resolution, and that motion
needed 60 votes to pass.

Prior to the December
2011 expiration of National
Labor Relations Board mem-
ber Craig Becker’s recess ap-
pointment, the labor board
quickly issued the final rule to
allow “ambush elections,” and
it is set to be implemented on
April 30, 2012.

The U.S. Chamber of
Commerce and the Coalition
for a Democratic Workplace
have filed a lawsuit to contest
the rule on the grounds that it
violates the National Labor
Relations Act, the Administra-
tive Procedure Act and the
Regulatory Flexibility Act, as
well as free speech and due
process constitutional rights.

The writer of Hebrews
says that we are to be “Looking
unto Jesus the Author and Fin-
isher of our faith..” (12:2).

Finally, Paul said, “Look
not every man on his own things,
but every man also on the things
of others” (Phil. 2:4).
