When viewed from the
east Standing Indian Mountain
looks like the face of the sentry
who was supposedly guarding
the village at Hayesville from
the Giant Bird.

Mountain above Chatsworth
and there is another on Fort
Mountain in the Owl Town area
of Union County.

If youknow someone that
abuses prescription opiates or
heroin, it is important to know
how to recognize the signs and
symptoms of Overdose: The
face is extremely pale and/or
clammy to the touch; The body
is limp; Fingernails or lips have
a blue or purple cast; The per-
son is vomiting or making gur-
gling noises; The person can-
not be awakened from sleep or
cannot speak; Breathing is very
slow or stopped; The heartbeat
is very slow or stopped.

If you recognize these
symptoms, time is critical. Call

911 immediately. If you have
Naloxone, which is medication
that reverses an opioid over-
dose, administer as soon as you
recognize signs of an overdose.
For more information about
what to do in the event of an
overdose, SAMHSA.GOV
has a complete guide for fam-
ily members that gives simple
and clear instructions as well as
treatment options.

This is information that
none of us want to know but
knowing the facts can be a
matter of life and death for the
person abusing opiates.

hospital.

On more than one of
these visits, Dr. Gowder saved
her life to fight another day. For
that, I will be eternally grateful
for Dr. Gowder, a skilled medi-
cal professional who saved
lives.

And while I cannot con-
done illegal activities from any-
one, whether they be thieves or
doctors, when I hear of such
misdeeds, I always wonder
about “the rest of the story,” as
Paul Harvey used to say.

What drives a person to
commit crimes and/or cause
harm to his fellow man? Greed
or an unknown mental condi-
tion on a chemical imbalance?
Perhaps a Dr. Jekyll and Mr.
Hyde syndrome? We may nev-
er know.

A federal judge will de-
cide Dr. Gowder’s fate and
we will all read about it in
this newspaper, but in spite
of whatever involvement Dr.
Gowder had with this crime, I
will always remember and be
thankful for the man that once
saved my wife’s life.

pesticides have a mode of ac-
tion. The mode of action is the
specific way that a pest is killed
by the pesticide. If you use the
same mode of action over and
over, eventually you will have
resistance to it. Rotating modes
of action means that you keep
switching things up on the pest,
and so they will be less likely
to become resistant. Pesticides
have made it simple tell which
mode of action you’re using by
creating a number system. Each
mode of action has its own
number associated with it. If
you rotate the numbers, you’ll
rotate the modes of action.

Pesticide resistance is
something that anyone who
uses pesticides needs to be
aware of. Some pesticides are
going to be more susceptible
to resistance than others are.
Some pests are going to be
more susceptible to resistance.

administrating the grants for
these programs. Most of these
national grant funds originate
with the US Forest Service be-
cause the agency believes that it
is cheaper to prevent wild fires
than to try to put them out and
a forest where a wildfire didn’t
happen looks a whole lot better
than one where one did.

When the Towns’ Fire-
wise USA, Ready-Set-Go and
FAC programs passed to the
Citizen’s coalition, they began
to take the lessons learned in
Towns to start new Firewise
Communities in surrounding
areas using FAC, RSG, and
Firewise USA resources to
build the programs in these at-
risk areas. Plans are to spread
the programs that started here
in Towns across the south. Pro-
grams are presently working
up the Appalachians in North
Carolina and Virginia Each
new community is a unique
challenge, but the essentials
are the same so development in
each new community becomes
easier. A program such as this
must have a spark and be prop-
erly fueled by the citizens that
it is designed to protect, and
once ignited, will spread on
its own through the grassroots
channels. Help us fuel this fire,
become the spark and get in-
volved and be Firewise!
