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Team recovered the 18-
year old's body from the 
chilly waters of Lake Not-
tely in Union County. 
At 11:15 a.m. that morn-
ing, two divers from the 
Georgia State Patrol Dive 
Team discovered the body 
of the 18-year-old boy that 
lived and worked in Hiawas-
see. Worley was a night shift 
stocker at Ingles of Hiawassee.  
Union County Sheriff Scott 
Stephens said that Union 
County Deputy Coroner Ben-
ny Brookshire was in charge 
of the investigation to deter-
mine if there was a medical is-
sue that caused or to Worley's 
abrupt death in 50 feet of water. 
The  recovery, which lasted 
three days, one of the best 
organized crisis management 
events witnessed in this area. 
Eighty-one people were in-
volved in the attempt to recov-
er Jamie Worley from Lake 
Nottely. There were members 
of Union County's Emergency 
Management Agency, sher-
iff's office, fire department, 
Ambulance Services, DNR, 
U.S. Forest Service, Union 
County Commissioners Of-
fice, the Union County Dive 
Team, Dawson County Sher-
iff's Office Dive Team,  Geor-
gia State Patrol Dive Team, 
Alpha Search and Rescue, 
American Red Cross, Com-
merce Police Department, 
Demorest Fire Department, 
and the Hart County Emer-
gency Management Agency. 
Union County Sole Commis-
sioner Lamar Paris told  the 
group that there were a lot of 
folks making sure the recovery 
of Worley a successful one.
