 Q. Are there any 
other debts associated with 
SPLOST?  
 A.  There is only one, 
other than vehicle and copier 
leases, and that is the new 
Union County Community 
Center. ($5.5 million) This 
facility was originally sched-
uled to be paid for with a U.S. 
Dept. of Agriculture (USDA) 
20 year low interest loan from 
federal stimulus funds.  How-
ever, once the county began 
the design process, we saw 
that the red tape and addition-
al cost that would be involved 
with using a USDA loan 
and building a project under  
federal stimulus guidelines, 
would be cost prohibitive, so 
we used other  nancing.
 Q.  Did you change the 
 nancing method in order 
to complete the Community 
Center?
 A.  Yes.  We made the 
decision to stop the USDA 
 nancing process dead in its 
tracks because of its com-
plexity and tremendous extra 
cost.  Knowing the value of 
this project to our economic 
development future, we chose 
to continue with the project 
and fund the cost for the proj-
ect with future SPLOST IV 
proceeds.  This will save us a 
tremendous amount in inter-
est payments since we will 
be able to pay this debt off 
in only ten years instead of 
20 years.  In addition to sav-
ing us money on interest cost, 
getting away from the federal 
guidelines probably saved us 
several hundreds of thousands 
of dollars while speeding the 
project up by at least a year 
and maybe two.

 Q.  Are there any oth-
er long term debts that the 
county owes other than re-
lated to SPLOST projects?
 A.  No. Other than lease 
payments on copiers and law 
enforcement vehicles, Union 
County has no other debts.  In 
the past couple of years we 
completed payments on the 
30 acres of property at Meeks 
Park ($1 million) that we 
purchased and we also com-
pleted the 10 year payment 
on the 9 acre Elliott property 
($ 980,000), where the Union 
County Health Department is 
located along with the Drivers 
Service Center and athletic 
 elds, all used on a regular 
basis.
 We also completed pay-
ments on the  ve  re engines 
purchased for each volun-
teer station, ($890,000) and 
at the same time completed 
all other previous SPLOST 
projects debt free.  Other than 
current SPLOST projects, 
Union County is debt free 
and very few counties are in 
this enviable position.  In ad-
dition, we have a lot to show 
for our SPLOST projects of 
which we are all very proud !! 
 Q.  Does Union County 
have any debt on our court-
house and jail as most coun-
ties do?
 A.  NO.  Both the Union 
County Courthouse and the 
Union County Jail are com-
pletely paid for, debt free, 
from previous SPLOST.  Once 
again, it is amazing what this 
one penny per dollar in sales 
tax has done for our county 
over the years and how our 
excellent  nance department 
properly handles your tax dol-
lars to provide the greatest 
bene t to our citizens.
